The dissertation 1s devoted to the development of theoretical and
methodological foundations and the substantiation of practical recommendations for
strengthening the economic security of strategically important enterprises of the oil
and gas complex of Ukraine under the conditions of a full-scale military invasion,
global energy transformations, and European integration processes. The study
examines the interrelationship between various aspects of economic security of
strategically important enterprises of the oil and gas complex, including financial,
production and technological, institutional, human resources, and foreign economic
components, as well as their place within the system of national economic security
of the state.

Generalized scientific approaches to interpreting the essence of the economic

security of enterprises in the o1l and gas complex have been systematized, and the
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conceptual and categorical framework of the study has been refined. The categories

of “economic security of strategically important enterprises,” ‘“‘state energy
security,” and “state economic security” have been differentiated, and their
hierarchical interdependence within the system of national economic security of
Ukraine has been established. It 1s proposed to supplement the system of criteria for
identifying strategically important enterprises of the oil and gas complex with three
new groups of criteria; a security criticality criterion under conditions of armed
conflict, a European integration compliance criterion, and a criterion of the
enterprise’s recovery potential. This makes it possible to substantiate a differentiated
approach to the formation of mechanisms of state protection for enterprises in the
sector.

It is proposed to carry out the identification of threats to the economic security
of enterprises in the oil and gas complex of Ukraine on the basis of a multi-level
model that encompasses the global, macro-, micro-, and integral levels of their
formation, with the simultaneous identification of specific groups of military and
economic destructive factors. This approach ensures comprehensive coverage of the
threat environment and enables the development of an appropriate toolkit for their
neutralization under crisis economic conditions. The imperatives for the
development of strategically important enterprises of the o1l and gas complex in the
context of Ukraine’s European integration course have been determined.

The study proposes an integrated conceptual model of the economic security
of strategically important enterprises in the oil and gas complex, which combines
security, European integration, and economic dimensions into a unified structural
and functional system, while taking into account the influence of external
determinants of industry transformation. On this basis, a multi-level indicative
system for assessing the level of economic security of enterprises has been
developed, structured according to functional components and adapted to the
specifics of their activities. In addition, an algorithm for comprehensive assessment
has been substantiated, which includes the formation of an information base, the

calculation of an integral indicator, and ensures a systematic diagnosis of the state
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of economic security. A comprehensive diagnosis of the level of economic security
of strategically important enterprises in the oil and gas complex of Ukraine has been
carried out using an integrated approach that combines the analysis of the dynamics
of key indicators, structural analysis of functional components, and the assessment
of compliance of the obtained results with industry benchmarks. This made it
possible to identify trends in its changes and to determine critical zones.

A cognitive map for enhancing the level of economic security of strategically
important enterprises in the oil and gas complex has been developed based on the
formalization of cause-and-effect relationships between factors destabilizing the
financial condition of enterprises under wartime conditions and the identification of
key points of managerial intervention. In addition, a cognitive model has been
developed which, in contrast to traditional financial and analytical approaches based
on linear dependencies, makes it possible to capture nonlinear relationships between
influencing factors and to model development scenarios for making well-grounded
managerial decisions aimed at strengthening the financial stability of enterprises in
the sector.

A hierarchical and matrix-based approach to the formation of priorities for
strengthening the economic security of strategically important enterprises of the oil
and gas complex of Ukraine has been developed. This approach is based on the
integration of the results of integral assessment, enterprise typologization, and
analysis of functional components, and allows for a transition from diagnosing the
state of economic security to substantiating a system of differentiated managerial
decisions with minimized subjectivity. The proposed approach ensures
consideration of the internal asymmetry of economic security and the varying
sensitivity of enterprises to destabilizing factors, thereby creating a basis for the
formation of targeted priorities for strengthening economic security depending on
the type of enterprise and the dominant threats. Proposals have been developed
regarding priority directions for institutional transformations of the oil and gas
complex as a basis for strengthening the economic security of enterprises in the

sector. These include reforming the system of state monitoring and regulation of
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strategically important enterprises in accordance with European integration
requirements, developing mechanisms of public-private partnership to attract
mvestment for the restoration and modernization of production infrastructure, as
well as forming an institutional environment for the implementation of post-war
recovery programs of sector enterprises with the involvement of resources from
international financial organizations.

The practical significance of the obtained results lies in the fact that the
developed theoretical and methodological provisions and recommendations have
been brought to the level of applied tools and can be used by public authorities in
the formation and implementation of energy and security policy regarding
strategically important enterprises of the oil and gas complex, by the management
of enterprises in the sector in the development of anti-crisis management strategies
and post-war recovery strategies, as well as in the scientific and educational process
of higher education institutions in the training of specialists in the field of economic
security and energy management.
