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The dissertation is devoted to deepening the theoretical foundations,
improving methodological approaches, and substantiating scientific and applied
recommendations for enhancing state policy for the formation of a system for
ensuring business economic security in Ukraine under conditions of military threats,
global instability, digital transformation, and European integration changes. The
study examines the interrelationship between regulatory processes, the institutional
environment, instruments of state influence, the level of business activity, and the
capacity of the entrepreneurial sector to maintain resilience, adaptability, and
competitiveness under conditions of increased uncertainty.

The essential characteristics of regulatory processes involved in the formation
of a system for ensuring business economic security are clarified. A three-level
structure of regulatory processes is substantiated, combining the legal and
regulatory, institutional and organizational, and economic and managerial
subsystems. The significance of state policy is determined, and a structural and
functional model of state policy in the processes of economic reproduction and
ensuring business resilience in Ukraine is developed. This model reflects the
interrelationship between the challenges of the business environment, the phases of
the reproduction cycle, the directions of state influence, the relevant levers,
implementation instruments, and expected outcomes.

On the basis of systemic and institutional approaches, as well as the concept
of economic security studies, the conceptual foundations of the architectonics of

state policy for the formation of a system for ensuring business economic security
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in Ukraine are developed. This architectonics reflects the interrelationship among
the goals, principles, subjects, objects, levels, instruments, and institutional support
of state influence. It is substantiated that, under martial law, the functional role of
the national, regional, and sectoral levels of state policy changes.

A diagnosis of the security environment for business operations in Ukraine
under conditions of global challenges and military threats is carried out. The
scientific and methodological foundations for assessing the impact of state policy on
the system for ensuring business economic security are improved by constructing a
general integral index based on the combination of two analytical components (the
institutional and economic environment, and business activity and business
expectations). This approach made it possible to ensure the comprehensiveness and
analytical sensitivity of the assessment, identify critical limitations of state policy,
and determine directions for strengthening its impact on the resilience, adaptability,
and economic security of business in Ukraine. The instruments of state policy for
the formation of a security-oriented business environment in Ukraine are
systematized. It is proved that their effectiveness is limited by the fragmentation of
regulatory decisions, unequal access of businesses to resources, insufficient
coordination among the areas of state policy, the persistence of administrative
barriers, and the weak integration of security priorities into the system of economic
governance.

The scientific approach to the implementation of international experience in
ensuring business economic security in Ukraine is further developed, which takes
into account the size of the business entity, military risks, European integration
requirements, and the priorities of post-war recovery. A three-level system of
strategic priorities of state policy for the formation of a system for ensuring business
economic security is substantiated. A mechanism for deregulation and the formation
of a security-oriented business environment in Ukraine is developed. This
mechanism provides for the implementation of a differentiated approach to
deregulation that takes into account the level of regulatory burden, the security

significance of industries for the national economy, and the development potential
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of business. It also ensures the transition to an adaptive system of state regulation
aimed at forming a resilient security-oriented business environment under the
conditions of wartime challenges, post-war recovery, and European integration
transformations.

The practical significance of the obtained results lies in the possibility of their
use by public authorities, local self-government bodies, entrepreneurship support
institutions, business associations, and business entities in the development and
implementation of managerial decisions aimed at improving state policy for the
formation of a system for ensuring business economic security in Ukraine. The
research results may be used in defining strategic priorities of state policy in the field
of business economic security, improving the regulatory environment, developing
deregulation measures, strengthening the institutional protection of business, and
forming a favorable security-oriented business environment.
